Article Five: RECIPROCITY

The Parties to the Letter of Understanding agree to recognize the contributions of the other
in executing the activities agreed upon, in publications, reports, informational materials,
messages or any other means used to disseminate information on these activities.

Article Six: RESOLUTION OF CONTROVERSIES

Any differences arising in the interpretation of the Letter of Understanding shall be resolved
by consensus between the parties.

Article Seven: ENTRY INTO FORCE, DURATION, AND AMENDMENT

This Letter of Understanding shall go into effect on the date it is signed and shall remain in
effect for a period of two years unless either Party, after due consideration and by means
of official notification, gives notice of its desire to terminate it in thirty days.

The present Letter of Understanding may be renewed for a similar period of time, provided
that, three months prior to the expiration date of same, and as a result of a joint evaluation,
both parties provide written notice to confirm its renewal.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the authorized representatives of the Parties sign two copies of
the present Letter of Understanding, each version being equally authentic, in Chicago, II.
USA, on the 20th of October, 2009.
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Article Three: CONTRIBUTIONS OF THE PARTIES

Each party will contribute as its human and financial resources allow and in accordance
with its own institutional rules and policies.

The IICA contribution will consist of:

a) Allocating human resources to assist in the implementation of the agreed workplan;
and,

b) Allocating financial resources to allow the implementation of the agreed workplan.

Both human and financial resources will be contributed by each IICA Northern Region
Office based on its own priorities and availability of resources. The financial resources will
be contributed by each IICA Northern Region Office from their own regular budget.

The NAPPO contribution will consist of:

a) Allocating human resources to assist in the implementation of the agreed workplan;
and,

b) Allocating financial resources to allow the implementation of the agreed workplan.

Both human and financial resources will be contributed by NAPPO based on its own
priorities and availability of resources.

Article Four: COORDINATION AND REPORTING
To facilitate the proper functioning of this Letter of Understanding, the Parties agree to:

a) Prepare an annual work plan identifying the scheduled activities and expected
results, and roles and responsibilities of the parties. The first workplan will be
developed within 60 days following the signature of this Letter of Understanding.

b) Participate in each other's annual/regional meeting where opportunity will be
provided for the two Parties to report on the status of this Letter of Understanding
and results of the annual work plan. Financial resources to allow the participation in
each other's annual/regional meeting will be allocated based on the priorities of
each organization and the availability of resources. As for IICA, the financial
resources will be contributed by each IICA Northern Region Office from their own
regular budget.

c) The Executive Director of NAPPO or his/fher designee, and IICA Director of
Operations and Integration for the North Region or his/her designee, shall be
responsible for maintaining official contact on all matters relating to this Letter of
Understanding and the projects and activities contemplated hereunder.



AGREE TO:

Collaborate in activities that facilitate the safe movement of plants, products and other
regulated articles in North America and the Western Hemisphere.
Article One: OBJECTIVES

a) To organize technical seminars related to plant protection and facilitate participation
of representatives of countries of the Americas in order to improve agricultural and
plant health in the Hemisphere.

b) To facilitate technical cooperation in the field of plant protection with a view to
encouraging countries of the Americas to implement relevant regional and
international phytosanitary standards.

Article Two: AREAS OF COOPERATION
Under this Letter of Understanding IICA commits to:

a) ldentify and assess technical needs of countries with regard to the implementation
of phytosanitary standards.

b) Assist with the promotion of relevant seminars and events and, in some cases,
facilitate the participation of countries’ specialists to the events and seminars.

c¢) Disseminate information among countries of the Americas.
Under this Letter of Understanding NAPPO commits to:

a) Provide organizational and technical expertise for seminars related to current plant
protection issues.

b) Promote the implementation of regional and international phytosanitary standards.

c) Discuss annual work plans with IICA to identify collaboration possibilities, including
research needs.
