e Test certificates have been exchanged with Argentina and
the US.

¢ Reviewing the XML to see what else needs to change/be
modified before going to production.

usS:

e The US is currently exchanging e-phytos with Argentina
and New Zealand and will probably start with Chile
shortly.

e Aot of progress working with Mexico. The US and
Mexico will soon start exchanging e-phytos.

e The US is actively working with the industry in “case
studies.”

o First “case study” is currently underway between the US
and Argentina. A report on these “case studies” will be
put together by the IPPC.

IPPC Updates.

Consensus:

e The Hub has recently gone through an update and
version 2.2 mapping has been published.

e The validation tool, which provide information on the fields
to be modified in xml files, is ready.

e The generic system will start piloting in late September.

e There is a growing interest in the generic system around
the world.

e The generic system will automatically connect to the hub.
Every country that connect through the generic system
will be automatically a partner in the exchange.

e First countries to use the generic system are Ghana, Sri
Lanka and Samoa.

e There will be a Latin American ePhyto workshop hosted
by Argentina the week of September 10th (first workshop
delivered in Spanish).

e There will be a live demo at the Latin American workshop
and at the NAPPO annual meeting.

e The Near-East and African RPPOs (NEPPO and IAPSC)
will also put a workshop on ePhyto possibly at the
beginning of 2019.
